Denver is home to legendary Jazz piano player, composer, arranger, and band leader, Neil Bridge. Neil,
a New England Conservatory Graduate, taught music in Denver Public Schools for 28 years.

In 1978, he formed the first citywide high school jazz combo. This talented combo was recognized by
Downbeat magazine as being the best high school jazz combo in the country.

Many of Neil's former students went on to have successful careers in the entertainment business, such
as actor Don Cheadle, jazz musician Nelson Rangell, saxophonist Javon Jackson, Latin percussionist
Gary Sosias, Brad Leali (Sax, Clarinet and Flute) and pianist David Pearl, among many others.

Neil Bridge has been honored by the Denver School of the Arts with the dedication of the Neil Bridge
Jazz Room in May, 2008. He was a pianist with the Denver Symphony and performed with Henry



Mancini, Richard Hayman, Steve Allen, Rich Little and Nelson Riddle. Neil Bridge is a classic American
